also preached that the people should be baptized, explained what Baptism meant, and pointed the
people to Jesus’ imminent appearance.
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“HiYt”  We are used to baptizing new Christians. But the people of John’s day were only

used to Old Testament ceremonial washings by which various household instruments were made
clean and could be used. John extended this and applied it to people. His baptism cleansed them
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“M§5” Baptism was not only an outward act. In the case of the adults coming to John,
baptism had to be preceded by repentance.

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“John’s baptism was not a mere ceremony that symbolized something. To the repentant
sinner, John’s baptism brought the forgiveness of sins through the work of the Savior.
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
