CONFESSION OF SINSë1 

 

M: Dear friends, let us approach God with a true heart and confess our sins, asking him in the 

name of our Lord Jesus Christ to forgive us. 

 

C: Lord of life, I confess that I am by nature dead in sin. For faithless worrying and selfish 

pride, for sins of habit and sins of choice, for the evil I have done and the good I have 

failed to do, you should cast me away from your presence forever. O Lord, I am sorry for 

my sins. Forgive me, for Jesus’ sake.  

                                                           
 

ë Confession of Sins: When we approach our holy Lord in worship, it is appropriate that we confess 

our sins to him and seek his forgiveness. Originally, corporate confession and absolution were not 

found in the historic liturgy. Church members confessed privately to the minister. Absolution was 

conferred verbally in private and corporately in the Sacrament of Holy Communion. 

 

Over time, Christians recognized value in proclaiming sin and forgiveness publicly. Today, after the 

invocation or the dialogue of blessing, the minister leads the congregation into the confession of sins – 

the daily drowning of our sinful nature. In the absolution, the minister announces forgiveness to the 

penitent congregation, confidently appealing to the atoning sacrifice of Jesus Christ as the basis for 

forgiveness. After hearing the Gospel words of forgiveness in the absolution, the congregation responds 

with a spoken amen. By speaking the amen, the congregation verbalizes its faith and expresses 

agreement with this good news of forgiveness and absolution.

ë Kyrie: The Kyrie (translated from Greek as “Lord, have mercy/Christ, have mercy”) has been used as 

a response by the Christian church since ancient times. We sing the Kyrie as a penitential plea for 

forgiveness to the triune God. The congregation is invited to join in singing the refrains as marked. 
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The soloist will introduce the refrain by singing it once. The congregation will immediately repeat the 

refrain and sing the refrain again as indicated in bold.

THE WORD 

 

First Lesson Acts 16:11-15 

As a believer, Lydia produced fruit by showing hospitality to Paul and company. 

 

 From Troas we put out to sea and sailed straight for Samothrace, and the next day on to Neapolis. 

From there we traveled to Philippi, a Roman colony and the leading city of that district of Macedonia. 

And we stayed there several days. 

 On the Sabbath we went outside the city gate to the river, where we expected to find a place of 

prayer. We sat down and began to speak to the women who had gathered there. One of those listening 

was a woman named Lydia, a dealer in purple cloth from the city of Thyatira, who was a worshiper of 

God. The Lord opened her heart to respond to Paul’s message. When she and the members of her 

household were baptized, she invited us to her home. “If you consider me a believer in the Lord,” she 

said, “come and stay at my house.” And she persuaded us.

Second Lesson 1 John 3:18-24  

When fruit is produced, it shows itself in our lives through love. 

 

 Dear children, let us not love with words or tongue but with actions and in truth. This then is how 

we know that we belong to the truth, and how we set our hearts at rest in his presence whenever our 

hearts condemn us. For God is greater than our hearts, and he knows everything. 

 Dear friends, if our hearts do not condemn us, we have confidence before God and receive from 

him anything we ask, because we obey his commands and do what pleases him. And this is his 

command: to believe in the name of his Son, Jesus Christ, and to love one another as he commanded us. 

Those who obey his commands live in him, and he in them. And this is how we know that he lives in 

us: We know it by the Spirit he gave us.

Gospel John 15:1-8 

Being connected to the vine produces fruit in our lives. 

 

 “I am the true vine, and my Father is the gardener. He cuts off every branch in me that bears no 

fruit, while every branch that does bear fruit he prunes so that it will be even more fruitful. You are 

already clean because of the word I have spoken to you. Remain in me, and I will remain in you. No 

branch can bear fruit by itself; it must remain in the vine. Neither can you bear fruit unless you remain 

in me.  
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 “I am the vine; you are the branches. If a man remains in me and I in him, he will bear much fruit; 

apart from me you can do nothing. If anyone does not remain in me, he is like a branch that is thrown 

away and withers; such branches are picked up, thrown into the fire and burned. If you remain in me 

and my words remain in you, ask whatever you wish, and it will be given you. This is to my Father’s 

glory, that you bear much fruit, showing yourselves to be my disciples.”

Sermon Mark 7:31-37 (Saturday) 

God Does All Things Well in Your Life 

 

 Then Jesus left the vicinity of Tyre and went through Sidon, down to the Sea of Galilee and into the 

region of the Decapolis. There some people brought to him a man who was deaf and could hardly talk, 

and they begged him to place his hand on the man. 

 After he took him aside, away from the crowd, Jesus put his fingers into the man’s ears. Then he 

spit and touched the man’s tongue. He looked up to heaven and with a deep sigh said to him, 

ñEphphatha!ò (which means, “Be opened!”). At this, the man’s ears were opened, his tongue was 

loosened and he began to speak plainly.  
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 Jesus commanded them not to tell anyone. But the more he did so, the more they kept talking about 

it. People were overwhelmed with amazement. “He has done everything well,” they said. “He even 

makes the deaf hear and the mute speak.”
