I have done what is evil and failed to do what is 

good. For this I deserve your punishment both now and in eternity. But I am truly sorry 

for my sins, and trusting in my Savior Jesus Christ, I pray: Lord, have mercy on me, a 

sinner. 

 

M:  God, our heavenly Father, has been merciful to us and has given his only Son to be the atoning 

sacrifice for our sins. Therefore, as a called servant of Christ and by his authority, I forgive you 

all your sins in the name of the Father and of the Son      and of the Holy Spirit.

THE WORD  

 

First Lesson Numbers 27:15-23 

 

Moses has compassion for the people he leads. 

 

 Moses said to the LORD, ñMay the LORD, the God of the spirits of all mankind, appoint a man over 

this community to go out and come in before them, one who will lead them out and bring them in, so the 

LORDôs people will not be like sheep without a shepherd.ò 

 So the LORD said to Moses, ñTake Joshua son of Nun, a man in whom is the spirit, and lay your 

hand on him. Have him stand before Eleazar the priest and the entire assembly and commission him in 

their presence. Give him some of your authority so the whole Israelite community will obey him. He is 

to stand before Eleazar the priest, who will obtain decisions for him by inquiring of the Urim before the   
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LORD. At his command he and the entire community of the Israelites will go out, and at his command 

they will come in.ò 

 Moses did as the LORD commanded him. He took Joshua and had him stand before Eleazar the priest 

and the whole assembly. Then he laid his hands on him and commissioned him, as the LORD instructed 

through Moses.

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Second Lesson Romans 5:6-11 

 

In his compassion, God sent his Son to reconcile us to him. 

 

 You see, at just the right time, when we were still powerless, Christ died for the ungodly. Very 

rarely will anyone die for a righteous man, though for a good man someone might possibly dare to die. 

But God demonstrates his own love for us in this: While we were still sinners, Christ died for us. 

 Since we have now been justified by his blood, how much more shall we be saved from Godôs 

wrath through him! For if, when we were Godôs enemies, we were reconciled to him through the death 

of his Son, how much more, having been reconciled, shall we be saved through his life! Not only is this 

so, but we also rejoice in God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have now received 

reconciliation.

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Gospelë Matthew 9:35 ï 10:8 

 

Jesus shows compassion to the hurting and downtrodden people of society. 

 

 Jesus went through all the towns and villages, teaching in their synagogues, preaching the good 

news of the kingdom and healing every disease and sickness. When he saw the crowds, he had 

compassion on them, because they were harassed and helpless, like sheep without a shepherd. Then he 

said to his disciples, ñThe harvest is plentiful but the workers are few. Ask the Lord of the harvest, 

therefore, to send out workers into his harvest field.ò 

 He called his twelve disciples to him and gave them authority to drive out evil spirits and to heal 

every disease and sickness. 

 These are the names of the twelve apostles: first, Simon (who is called Peter) and his brother 

Andrew; James son of Zebedee, and his brother John; Philip and Bartholomew; Thomas and Matthew 

the tax collector; James son of Alphaeus, and Thaddaeus; Simon the Zealot and Judas Iscariot, who 

betrayed him. 

 These twelve Jesus sent out with the following instructions: ñDo not go among the Gentiles or enter 

any town of the Samaritans. Go rather to the lost sheep of Israel. As you go, preach this message: óThe 

kingdom of heaven is near.ô Heal the sick, raise the dead, cleanse those who have leprosy, drive out 

demons. Freely you have received, freely give.ò

Nicene Creed 

C: We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all that is, 

seen and unseen. 

 

 We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally begotten of the 

Father, God from God, Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not made, of 

one being with the Father. Through him all things were made. For us and for our 

salvation, he came down from heaven, was incarnate of the Holy Spirit and the virgin 

Mary, and became fully human. For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate.  

 He suffered death and was buried. On the third day he rose again in accordance with the 

Scriptures. He ascended into heaven and is seated at the right hand of the Father. He will 

come again in glory to judge the living and the dead, and his kingdom will have no end. 

 

 We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from the Father 

and the Son, who in unity with the Father and the Son is worshiped and glorified, who has 

spoken through the prophets. We believe in one holy Christian and apostolic Church. We 

acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. We look for the resurrection of the 

dead and the life of the world to come. Amen.

 Then he took the cup, gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying, ñDrink from it, all of you; this 

is my blood of the new covenant, which is poured out for you for the forgiveness of sins. Do 

this, whenever you drink it, in remembrance of me.ò
