The Sacraments are Baptism and Holy
Communion. It will be difficult to find Christian liturgies in
the Chinese language.

Explanation: If there are only women gathering for worship
in your group, a woman may certainly lead the worship
service. If there are men in the group, God tells us that the
worship leader must be a man. Why must the worship
leader be a man? God teaches us that Christian men are the
spiritual leaders who love and serve and lead just as Christ
served the church. Christian women submit to this
leadership just as the church submits to Christ. This is the
teaching of Ephesians 5:22-31. If a woman is leading men
in worship, it looks as though the church is leading Christ.

This is not the picture that God wants his people to see in the
church or even in the home or anywhere. Men leading the
worship service correctly demonstrates Jesus’ relationship
with the church. Other passages that teach this are 1
Corinthians 11:1-16 and 1 Corinthians 14:33-35. This
lesson was treated in more detail in the basic Bible
information course.

The worship leader will also prepare by choosing the Bible
passages and Christian hymns. The worship leader may also
need to write or to obtain the sermon or some sort of
devotion or encouraging message. The worship leader will
also prepare all the prayers for the service. Finally, the
worship leader will want to practice the service so that the
people who gather for that service will be encouraged and
fed with the wonderful Word of God and not be distracted
by unnecessary mistakes, pauses, or confusion.

The Lord will bless your efforts, worship leader, to build up
the people who gather with you to worship Jesus. Please
help those who gather with you to understand this lesson.
Use the liturgy in a way that will help people understand
their tender and merciful God. God will be present in your
worship to encourage you in Christian faith and holy living.
